Good Community Showing at 

Public Hearing before Council  
   It was estimated  that over twenty 

community members traveled to  

New Town High School the evening 

of June 26 to participate in the 

County Council Public Hearing on  

CZMP for District 4.  All members of 

the Baltimore County Council were 

present. The GPCA Board was very

final) councilmatic  session of the 

County Zoning Master Plan process.  

Under consideration in our area were 

zoning changes for over 600 acres ɬ 

the largest amount for any district in 

the county.  The final time for input 

from any community me mber is 6 

p.m. on August 26.  The County 

Council will hold a final vote on 

zoning changes at 7 p.m. that night.  

Your written comments need to be 

to the County Council no later 6 

p.m.  Or call Councilman Ken

     Twelve GPCA members spoke to 

matters related to changes in our 

area, including two petitioners for 

changes:  Stacy Brian  and Eric Hite .  

Stacy asked that the Council make its 

decision on a case-by-case basis on 

each petition.  She said her request to 

build on one or two lots would have 

minimal effect on the community.  

Eric Hite, having owned his 15.1 

acres since 1990, requested a change 

in zoning designation from RC -2 to 

RC-6.  This would limit building to 

one house, and be in keeping with 

the rural character of the community.   

     Joe Tatareciwz spoke as a member

It was 

one way a child could help, a moment of importance in a 

project beyond my abilities. Learning the little things, like 

threading needles, then hemming by hand. Learning a few 

different stitches in embroidery, learning to crochet, 

struggl ing to knit. Being allowed to stencil paint a hand 

towel or a pillowcase.  All these things were pastimes in 

my childhood, but decorative arts practiced by the women 

who cared for me. Being included, and learning these 

skills made me feel so grown up.

FOOTPRINT??? 
     Our carbon footprint is the measure of 

the impact human activities have on the 

environment in terms of the amount of 

greenhouse gases produced, measured in terms of units of 

carbon dioxide.     

     Betty Uebel forwarded this suggestion:  

     Home Depot as of June 2008 has introduced a recycling 

program at all of their 1,973 locations for CFL (compact 

fluorescent light) bulbs.  A customer just brings any 

expired, UNBROKEN CFL bulb to the store and gives it to 

an associate at the returns desk.  The bulbs are then 

transferred to an environmental management company for 

disposal.  You can also recycle at Ikea and at the County 

landfill in White Marsh.  Later this month both the 

Cockeysville Recovery Center and Halethorpe will be 

accepting CFLs. 

     WHY BUY CFLs?  Buying CFL bulbs saves energy ɬ 

they use at least two-thirds less energy than standard 

incandescent bulbs ɬ that could be a $30 energy savings 

over its lifetime.  And its average lifetime is about five 

years, 10 times that of an ordinary bulb.  In additio n, the 

CFL generates less heat than the standard bulb (70 percent 

less).  That makes particular sense in hot summer days. 

     WHY RECYCLE CFLs?   Because they contain a small 

amount of mercury vapor.  Putting these bulbs in the trash 

are not advised.  National Public Radio did a story (Feb. 

15, 2007)  on the hazards of these bulbs to the workers who 

handle the garbage.  Bad enough that mercury goes into 

landfills, but invariably the bulbs break in the trash.  

Should you break a CFL bulb, leave the area until the 

contents have settled and then handle the breakage with 

care ɬ wearing rubber gloves and double bagging the 

remains.
