LEGISLATION TO GIVE LEGAL 

STANDING TO HOMEOWNER & 

COMMUNITY ASSOCIATIONS  
 

Dear 11th District Community Leader - 

     I hope the New Year is off to a good 

start for you and you r family and  your 

community.  

     The 2007 Legislative Session has 

begun, and I am planning to introduce 

legislation concerning homeowner and 

community associations. These are 

defined individually in Maryland l aw, 

but for the  purpose of this note, let's call 

them both 'associations.' 

     What the new legislation would do is 

give associations legal standing in certain 

legal proceedings. This came up as a 

result of a case involving the Falls Road 

Community Asso ciation (FRCA), which is 

in the 11th District. Eventually, the courts 

determined that the association could not 

act in a case because it did not have 

standing; that is, it did not have the legal 

right to be part  of a case. This ruling 

affects every association in the state, and 

associations in other parts of the state are 

concerned as well. 

     Bob Moore of FRCA can discuss this 

more with you. His email is above and his 

phone is 410-628-7047. Allen Dyer of 

Howard County  is an attorney expert in 

these matters. . . .

There already exists a federal rule about association 

standing. What the new legislation would do is give associations 

standing according to the rules that already exist for federal 

standing cases. These rules are fair and balanced, have 

safeguards and requirements, and have been proven over time. 

     Associations are in many respects the backbones of our 

community, and y ou work very hard to maintain the qu ality of 

life in your areas. In the rare cases where an issue cannot be 

resolved in the usual ways and where the issue is of great 

importance to you, it would seem reasonable for the association 

to be able to represent itself in a legal proceeding. 

     The bills have not been filed yet, so I look forward to hearing 

from you very soon.
