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GPCA represented at Citizens Review 

Committee , Baltimore C ounty, Solid Waste 

Management  Planning  

 

     Baltimore County   Dept. of Public Works  is in the 

process of developing a ten year plan for  Solid Waste 

Management.   I was recently invited to attend a meeting 

in which citizen input  was solicited regarding the draft of 

this plan.  

     Major topics under discussion include "single stream" 

recycling, multi family recycling, commercial recycling 

and the role of converting solid  waste to energy as well as 

continued use of land filling in the management of waste.  

     Single stream refersto the picking up of all  waste 

products simultaneously as opposed to the present system 

of cans and bottles one week, followed the next week 

of collecting paper products.  Over 50% of respondents to 

a survey prefer this kind  of collection.   An advantage for 

the citizen is that all refuse is collected weekly, requiring 

less storage space in the individualɀÚɯÏÖÔÌȭ  However, this 

requires staff to sort the recyclables increasing the cost.   

     Some political subdivisions provide to the citizen 

containers in which to put th e trash to be picked up.  It is 

believed this reduces the amount of recyclable  material 

that now goes into the landfill.   Should Baltimore County 

adopt such a plan, would it   justify the cost? 

     Other issues include pick-up for multi family living 

unit s, as well as pick-up for commercial enterprises.   

     As one thinks ahead  over the coming ten years, it  is 

anticipated the now-younger generation will be much 

more  ɆÎÙÌÌÕɂɯȹÌÕÝÐÙÖÕÔÌÕÛÈÓÓà-oriented) than the present 

populace.  It was noted that in on e office complex, 

younger workers insist on recycling of paper products, 

cans and bottles.  The question is raised:  Is Land Fill a 

Non-Green Solution to Refuse Disposal ?    This  begs for 

further exploration of   conversion of refuse to energy.  A 

great idea, but a problem is the "not in my back yard 

syndrome.ɂ

There seems to be a 

collective agreement in the flock that when a hen decides to go 

broody, the other hens lay their eggs with her so she can set 

them. I had never seen this in action. Although I have seen two 

hens in a nest box, seemingly competing for a favorite spot, I just 

never put the two things together. One was a layer and one was a 

setter. 

     The other morning, I looked over the barrier behind the feed 

can to check on the two girls, more to see if the Leghorn was still 

there more than anything. I had looked just in ti me to see the

when she got up, the Java would collect them. 

     This collaboration in the flock is a mystery to me. How 

do the hens know who is ready to set? Or what prompts 

them to become so faithful to a nest in spite of the 

adversity of the constant human thievery of their eggs? 

They fluff up and peck and almost growl, and so I know 

they have come to their time of broodiness. I am so 

impressed that a leghorn will become broody in my barn. 

This one is the second to do so. And I do love watching the 

mother and baby chicks stroll around, with her clucking 

and chaperoning her children.  

I did not understand the why of it. Until the other 

night. We had lost one turkey hen who had gone broody 

and had a nest out near the stream. One the many foxes 

who patrol the farm found her and just left feathers 

behind. When the second turkey hen disappeared, I knew 

she had gone to a nest that I had not been able to see her 

attend daily for the last couple of weeks. I began to mourn 

her loss before the loss even occurred. Then she 

reappeared in the middle of the next day to eat and drink 

and socialize, before heading off again. I missed her 

departure. The very next day, when she reappeared, I 

waited. Nothing else would happen until I saw the hen

find her out there hidden in the weeds. A family 

discussion ensued and we were prepared to take the risk 

of her losing interest in her eggs if we moved her into the 

barn, but we would rather intervene and preserve her, 

than to wait 28 days and see if she made it. 

At dusk, we moved her and her eggs to the barn, 

into a large pet den and shut her in. she was agitated and I 

kept reassuring her that she had her eggs and it was dark, 

and eventually I just left the barn. I was convinced that in 

the morning I would f ind an agitated hen and a trompled 

nest, but if any eggs remained uncracked, I would simply 

set them in the incubator and hope to hatch her babies for 

her. 

I had joined the competition for survival. To 

preserve my hen, to let her eggs carry through to the next 

generation. There might be predators, there might be 

failures. But we, with our resources, would work together 

to move forward. This is something the hens seem to 

know instinctively, that some make eggs and some set 

them. And so there are always chickens and eggs. 

Competition is a necessary aspect of survival, but 

so is collaboration. If only we were as wise as chickens.
