ON GANGS  
     Twenty  residents attended our   
meeting in snowy February. There were 
several members whom we had not seen 
recently! Treasurer Marty Kell ey reported 
that GPCA has $2696 in our checking 
account and sixteen new members in '07. 
Ralph Wright was complimented on his 
handling of the AT&T tower zoning issue, 
involving Polly Hill residents. Bobbie  
Stanfield explained that the tower is on 
their property and the issue only 
involved a change in the amount of 
surrounding property needed down -
sizing. Announcements included the 
following:   Bruce Mezger reported one 
new volunteer for the by -law committee. 
They will meet soon.  Paul Dorsey 
described the upcoming H istorical 
Society meeting on Feb. 27.  This will 
feature oral memories from long time 
residents.  Communi ty Clean-up will be 
on April 21.  

     The program featured Captain Barber 

of Woodlawn Precinct. He reported that 

there have been gang fights in the Brook 

Haven apartments on Barry Paul Road. 

Five arrests have been made and drugs 

and guns were recovered. The 

investigation is ongoing.  The violence 

and theft seems to be the work of the L 

gang and an offshoot of the Bloods 

fighting each other. The two female 

officers who are gang specialists said the 

gang members are City people now living 

in the apartments in Randallstown and 

are in their twenties. The violence is not 

against other citizens in the shopping 

centers. However, GPCA resident Arthur 

Jackson reported teenagers chasing each 

other through  the Wendy's restaurant. 

Karen Koelbel asked about violence in the 

high school. The Randallstown High has 

been very quiet since the shooting a year 

ago and there are two policemen on duty 

all day. There may be some gang 

recruiting efforts but the police encourage 

students to confide in them. There is 

recruiting effort in the middle schools. 

Gang members can be spotted by the 

color blue for MS13 and red for bloods. 

The library has its own police . 

      Anne asked about illegal immigrants. 

There were some in the groups arrested. 

Immigration authorit ies were called and 

the suspected illegals were removed. 

     Ron Marconi of the Natural Resources 

Police said there have been gang 

meetings in the State Parks, but not in 

Patapsco. It is not illegal to belong to a 

gang or to have a meeting. Gangs have 

been recognized in Howard County but 

not in Woodstock. Joe McNeal said that 

he has recently attended a conference 

about gangs and learned what the signs 

are that the gangs paint in various places 

to "tag" their territory. He has recently 

seen an MS13 symbol painted on the 

bridge support under the Woodstock 

bridge. He feels sure it was carefully done 

and took a long time to paint. Authorities  

have since painted over it.  Ron reported 

there was some trouble in Howard 

County a year ago.  A problem with ee    
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shooting of automatic rifles being heard in Howard County was 

reported at the conference attended by McNeal. Bobbie Stanfield 

reported seeing shoes up on the wires of the power line on 

Dogwood Road. Citizens are asked to report gang groups, gang 

signs or shooting sounds by calling 1 800 260 8888.

Consider this Legislation now in Annapolis : 
     In an effort to better protect the Chesapeake Bay from polluted 

runoff from development, a bill before our legislators in 

Annapolis (Senate Bill 784 and House Bill 786) needs your input.  

If enacted, The Stormwater Management Act of 2007 would 

require developers to plan comprehensively for runoff during 

construction and after development.  The legislation stipulates 

using low impact design techniques to minimize runoff such as 

reducing impervious cover in favor of natural vegetation.   

     In another piece of legislation the Chesapeake Bay Foundation 

is seeking a Chesapeake Bay Green Fund that would help 

Maryland  1) meet the commitments in the Chesapeake 2000 

Agreement (C2K), 2) fund Tributary  Strategy practices and  3) 

promote Smart Growth.  Essentially the C2K commitments call 

for reducing 20 million pounds of nitrogen pollution per year to

All new impervious surfaces will be 

subject to the fee, with the exception of small additions and 

accessory buildings on existing homes and certain agricultural 

structures.  The fee rate would be 25 cents per square foot of new 

impervious surface inside the priority funding area and $2 per 

square foot outside the priority funding areas.  For more details 

on this legislation go online to the ChesapeakÌɯ!Èàɯ%ÖÜÕËÈÛÐÖÕɀÚɯ

web site, www.cbf.org .  The funds would be allocated to local 

and state agencies, as well as non-governmental organizations , to 

implement strategies such as agricultural practices that would 

reduce nitrogen runoff, promote Smart Growth, and ultimately 

meet the C2K objectives.

Going to 

Snopes.com, the free 411 directory assistance is described by 

Urban Legends Reference Pages:  Most telephone customers call 

their local 411 number and get charged $1.00 or more for the 

service.  The telephone companies get some 6 billion of these 

calls every year (nice chunk of change!) 

     But a group called Jingle Networks is now providing a free 

alternative ɬ 1-800-FREE-411.  It works like this:  businesses 

sponsor the network in exchange for presenting their 

advertisements to the caller, about 12 seconds in length.  And if

that the mud froze solid and the wisps of green grass that lay 

under the dead brown grass totally disappeared. Day after day of 

below freezing weather, walking across the yard was l ike 

walking across pavement, albeit lumpy uneven pavement. My 

feet hurt so by the end of each day that I might as well have been 

working in Walmart, marching up and down aisles of tiled 

cement all day long. But no, I was out in the weather, walking on 

hard frozen ground being met with the wind or greeted with the 

bright sun in ice cold air.  The farm looked worn, and the poultry 

worn out with trying to stay warm. The horses were glad to 

come out in the morning and even more glad to return to their 

stalls in the evening. 

 As I looked out across the farm, my mind fleetingly 

thought that snow would be a nice change. Oh, no, I chided

now brown slopes of the field and paddocks blanketed in white 

for a day would be a welcome change, even though the mess it 

leaves behind would not be.  The first moments of a snowfall 

bring a hush over the farm. The snow-covered out of doors lights 

up the inside of my house at night. I walk from room to room 

with lights of f as the glow comes in the windows.  There is 

wonder in the change that snow brings, frozen water in crystal 

flakes cleansing the worn out, dead brown winter landscape. 

Whitewash, just colder.  

 Not long after snowfall changes my view, the rumble of 

snowplo ws and salt trucks brings a different relief. As the snow 

falls and the ice gathers, my thoughts turn anxious about getting 

out. About being able to go somewhere over ice-slicked and 

treacherous roads. How long will I be stranded in this paradise 

of white silence? Snow brings paralysis to Marylanders as they 

dig themselves out, the paralysis that closes schools and county 

governments and circuit courts.  We all childishly look forward 

ÛÖɯÖÜÙɯȿËÈàɯÖÍÍɀ --  a day of shoveling sidewalks and driveways 

and porch steps, which is really not off at all, just off from 

routine.  

 Here on the farm, the snow changes our routine and 

makes the work a little harder to get to. There are moments I 

think the change of view may be worth it, though, even as I 

struggle to carry w arm water down the icy slope to the chicken 

barn. Four inches of snow thickened with ice gives new contour 

to the land around me. Covered, framed and smoothed over, all 

the views from my backdoor and side windows are new.  

 How ever, the snow ÛÏÈÛɯÊÈÔÌɯÞÈÚÕɀt the snow I was 

thinking of.  I wanted something soft and fluffy to make 

footprints and snow angels in.  I wanted to see a chicken 

mistakenly run out of the barn and sink into the snow and wait 

for me to come rescue it. They sit with their heads stretched up 

so surprised that the earth (now inexplicably white) dropped out 

from underneath them. Even that smattering of snow we had 

prior to this ice/snow fall had trapped some chickens up by the 

house. One of my black hens stood on the cellar door looking

picked her up and carried her back to the barn. 

 This snow, though, was not snow.  This is some unique 

kind of Maryland  ice-snow.  It has happened before, this rainy 

mix of winter precipitation and below freezing temps. The snow 

sinters into white ice.  I walk across the surface of the snow 

barely leaving footprints.  The horses sink just an inch in a four 

inch snowfall. We all walk hesitantly, never knowing when the 

ice will crunch and give or our feet will slide. Having torn my

and each trek from house to barn has me conquering my fear. 

 I think about things like ice  cleats, and I wear tennis 

shoes instead of snow boots.  I try to buy cattle grit for my path 

from house to barn. But it is all just a matter of days until the 

temps sweep back the other way and my white glazing will turn 

to brown fudge.  

 And so to find go od in each thing that nature gives me 

is a challenge. I carefully make may way back up the slope of 

hard glazed snow for the fourth day. I admit this is no better, in 

fact, it is worse that walking on the bumpy frozen ground I had 

crossed each day before the snowfall. Yes, I have beautiful views, 

and yes moisture is a welcome thing on a farm. But no, I am not 

enjoying this so much. Perhaps if I were a kid who wanted to 

slide and roll and tumble, this would be ideal. To lay down on a 

sled and push off, letti ng the forces of nature carry me on a 

downhill flight, effortlessly enjoying the feel. Too often ending in 

a crunching thud at an unexpected place. If I were a kid, the 

landing would simply be the necessary end to the flight. But 

since I am well beyond the ÔÐÕÐÔÜÔɯÈÎÌɯÍÖÙɯɅÈËÜÓÛȮɀ I just avoid 

the fun because of the possible painful end.
