Eric Hite (I#4 -005):   He and his family have been in the 

area since 1990.  They have approximately 15 acres on 

Dogwood Rd. The proposed change is from RC2 to 

RC6.  They are looking to create one additional lot only.  

 

Randy Sparkman (I#4-006):  On Wrights Mill, Mr.  

Sparkman wants to add one home.  The proposed 

change is from RC6 to RC5.    

 

Stacy and Keiler Brian (I#4 -007):    They have 

approximately 11 acres on Dogwood Road and want to 

add one home.   The proposed zoning change  

is from RC6 to RC5.   

 

Rob Hoffman of Venable for Gerald Berg (I#4-010):   

In 2000 the property on Ridge Road was changed from 

RC3 to RC6.  They want to go back to RC5 (or RC3).  

They want to be able to subdivide for an undetermined 

number of homes.   

  

Hebrew Construction, Michael Bagby and Family  

(I#4=013):  

This 16-acre parcel on Dogwood Road is zoned RC2.  

The request is for RC5 to add 3-5 homes.  

  

Christian Life Church  (Arnold Jabun) I#4-024): 

The church owns approximately 80 acres close to 

Windsor Mill Road.   The change is from RC6 to  

RC 5/RC3.5.  Phase one will be two buildings to include 

a sanctuary for approx. 1800 people.  Development will 

include ball fields as well.  Phase two will include a 

larger sanctuary.   

  

Rob Hoffman of Venable represented Bethel AME 

Church (I#4-027): 

They want t o restore RC3 zoning to the church.  In 

2000, it was changed from RC3 to RC6.  The intentions 

are unclear; but it appears there is a desire to improve 

the financial aspects of the property. 

 

Walton Enterprise  (I#4-028) 

Family business.  Located 300 ft. east of Chapman Rd. 

and 580 ft. w. of Colorado Ave. The proposed change is 

from   RC5 to all DR3.5.   They want one to two 

additional lots.    

 

Ben Polakoff  (I#4-030): 

They own two par cels comprising about 26 acres on 

Davis Ave.  The proposed change is RC6 to RC5.  An 

estimated nine home lots is proposed. 

 

Rob Hoffman of Venable for  Mutee Mulazim , 7832 

Fairbrook Roa d (#4-031).  Located on north side of 

Dogwood, 2100 ft. east of Ridge.    The plans are to 

establish a mosque and school.  They would also like to 

add a few residential properties.   The proposed zoning 

change is RC6 to DR5.5.  The property consists of 

approximately 25 acres. 

  

Rob Hoffman of Venable for  Restoring Life Church 

(I#4-041):  They have owned the property since 2001.  

The proposal is to construct a 2500 seat church on 

Windsor Mill Road.  The proposed zoning change is 

RC6 to RC5. 

     Community input included comments on traffic 

patterns both current and future, particularly on Old 

Court, Windsor Mill, Dogwood and Rolling Roads if 

zoning changes are approved.  Also of concern were 

the reduction of rural land with perceived over -

development, and modifications and diminishing of the 

ÊÖÜÕÛàɀÚɯ1"-6 mandated designation for rural areas as 

exists in the Patapsco/Granite area.

my fancy and funky spitzies in a barn of brown, beige, 

green and pink egg layers. The white egg caused the 

greater excitement. Here was something he had long 

been familiar with, the white egg that came only from 

grocery stores. And now it had been produced in the 

barn next door, the very barn he was keeping chickens 

in.

synonymous. Earthy and rustic and home made run 

counter to the idea of finding a shiny white egg in a 

hay-filled nest in an old dairy barn. A dusty and rusty 

environment transformed into a chicken haven of 

roosts and nest boxes and litter covered floors, hanging 

feeders and red-bottomed waterers. 

     Each day, as the daylight lengthens, I collect three, 

four and five Spitzhauben eggs, putting together my

odd that this fancy and funky breed of black and white 

feathered chicken with a spiky crest would take the 

place of the industrious Leghorn in my barn. But who 

would know, really? Most adults would be hard 

pressed to name the breed of chicken that lays the 

white eggs they buy by the dozen at the grocery store. 

Only a few consumers out of a hundred are aware of 

the process of raising and keeping and then retiring 

production birds that fill the egg cartons for the 

supermarket. Yet in the world of chickens, there are 

numerous breeds of white egg layers, few as prolific as 

the Leghorn and as able to tolerate the confinement of a 

production house.  

     My intention was never to duplicate what could be 

had for a little more than a dollar a dozen at the grocery 

store. The whole undertaking of raising day old chicks 

to the poin t of lay with the investment of caging and 

feed and systems for feed and water would never cost 

as little as factory food. Investing myself in the daily 

work of caretaking, of opening and closing the barn 

and moving feed from bag to bin to bowl. Of spottin g 

the unhappy chicks and safeguarding them for recover 

or in dealing with the loss and mortality of little living 

creatures. There were greater returns to be had than a 

dozen of home grown eggs. There was the personal 

growth as we developed better exclusionary tactics for 

predator control and flock preservation. I expanded my 

culinary skills as we learned to harvest chicken for 

family consumption. I developed a new   

vocabulary and knowledge base in raising poultry and 

understanding the elements of their care. 

     Concepts like nutrient density, self -reliance, and 

control over food sources are not resident in an eight-

egg in the barn next door is a common response for 

children. Most children who visi t the barn and find 

eggs in the nests want to keep looking. I understand 

Easter Egg hunts in a new way having seen this 

eagerness in more than one visitor. It is almost a natural 

relationship between chickens and children, to lay the 

egg for the child to f ind. The next amazing discovery is 

that a fresh egg is warm, very much like a bun from the

the refrigerator.  

     Raising chickens was never about duplicating what 

could be bought by the dozen at the store, but that is 

the obvious thing that it does. Feeding and caring for 

an animal that feeds you was new to me, new to this 

generation. The unexpected relationship with an 

animal that provides food is fulfilling and educational. 

They are not pets, but coworkers in the operation of 

survival. Something that has been so outsourced since

relationship of companionship and food production. 

While it is a different journey of discovery for each 

person who encounters an egg in a nest box and a 

chicken in colored feathers, it is as exciting as an Easter 

Egg hunt.
