The GPCA’s
community position is that it opposes
all upzoning. There was a Restrictive
Covenant Discussion with Bethel
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Church and Christian Life Church
representatives. It is rare that the
community has been involved with
zoning covenants. One such time
was with the Mangione property on
Hernwood Road. In that case the
land was placed in conservation in
return for permission to use the land
for radio towers.

A question was asked on the status
of Bethel’s building; and the response
was that no one honestly knows what
the church is doing.

The next public zoning meeting is
June 26.

A technological park is being
proposed on Johnnycake Road;
GPCA President Wright is meeting
on the matter. In addition, the
Baltimore Sun reported that the
County Council passed legislation
allowing funeral homes to be built on
cemeteries in rural areas with special
permission. The legislation would
allow March Funeral Home to seek to
build on the 150-acre King Memorial
Park on Dogwood Road. A public
hearing will be held before the new
facility is approved.

And then there’s the electric or gas clothes dryer —it’s right
up there with the refrigerator in energy consumption for
common household appliances.

So here are a few reduction suggestions for summer:
Use cold water for washing clothes, shorten up on showers &
bath water, use fans over air-conditioning, draw curtains to
keep out the sun, invest in an energy efficient refrigerator &
keep the door shut, and get a clothesline! I got one last
summer & didn’t use my electric dryer through the summer.
If I could remember to place my towels in the dryer before
they completely dry, they’d probably be a bit softer — but
what'’s a little roughing it for the environment?
