Oct. Meeting Recap 
     After usual association business, 

Anne Libis representing the League of 

Women Voters, discussed the ballot 

issues presented in the October 

Newsletter.  President Ralph Wright 

then welcomed Jim Roesner, from the  

Baltimore County Office of Property 

Tax Assessment.  Mr. Roesner 

indicated that our third of the county 

was due for reassessment within the 

next six months.  Includ ed in our 

reassessment group are Arbutus, 

Reisterstown, Catonsville, and the 

Liberty Road area. He said that 

higher priced homes would most 

likely be seeing decreases in 

assessment due to the housing 

market; this would not likely be the 

case for lower priced home ($250,00 

and under), as they have tended to 

retain  their value.  

     In reassessing homes, Roesner 

explained that 2008 sales in the area 

would be examined, if not 2009 sales. 

He led the group through a reading of 

a sample Assessment Notice.  For 

most homeowners the newly assessed 

market value  is phased in over three 

year.    Many homeowners may 

qualify for the  Homestead Tax Credit 

for their primary residence , in order 

to provide tax relief from large 

assessment increases. In 2007 a new 

law required all homeowners to 

establish eli gibility for the credit by 

submitting a one -time application.  

The application will be mailed with 

the reassessment (for our region in 

2009, not December 2008).  You are 

encouraged to explore other 

information and tax relief measures 

online (ww w.baltimorecounty 

md.gov/Agencies/budfin/finance/taxp

ayerbrochure.html ) or by calling Mr. 

Roesner at 410-512-4905.  

     Upon receiving and considering 

your reassessment when it arrives in 

the mail in late December 2009, a 

property owner has 45 days in which 

to appeal. The Appeal Procedure is 

outlined on the back of the assess-

ment.  Mr. Roesner recommended the 

in person hearing with an Assessor.  

These take place either in the Asses-

sment Office in Towson or during 

scheduled times at the Randallstown 

Library.  He said this year saw more 

reevaluation petitions than ever 

before.
