Nadine Merkle, Worship chair 

 

Balancing Act, Animals and Habitats  
   

     My fascination with wildlife has diminished over time.  Years 

ago, I remember stopping in awe at the late afternoon sun 

shining red on the coats of grazing whitetail deer. They stood in a 

meadow along a trail I rode into Patapsco State Park down in 

Catonsville.  An awesome moment of color and stillness. 

Capturing a herd of deer with my eye from horseback.  

     Then there were the times, before owning chickens, that 

sighting a fox running through the p addock or across the back 

field was novel. Cool, I live in the country where foxes scamper 

and deer graze. Herons rise from the stream bed, huge and

involvement. Snatching glimpses of these creatures going about 

their daily lives without any help from me. Made for their 

environment, made with special abilities or equipment to engage 

in a life in a certain kind of place. A creature in creation.  

     Beavers build dams. A raccoon clambers along the stream bed, 

returning to his hole in its  bank. And ground hogs sit on their 

haunches harmlessly chewing grass or clover watching cars go

Those 

harmless groundhogs burrow under buildings weakening

deer are endless browsers and grazers, eating down not only my

     Then, there is the fox. Forever a predator, but also a thief. 

Hunting at night spring, summer and fall, but in November, his 

winter begins and he hunts during daylight hours. He hunts my 

chickens. He has been known to hunt inside my barn.  

     Before, my touch with wildlife was in passing. These creatures 

live along the trail. Or accidentally, I would happen upon them 

somewhere on the farm.  It was brief, here and gone.  No matter 

how frequently I anticipated the sudden  turn tail and leap of the 

deer as I rode along a hedgerow, the flash  (cont. pg. 3)

of that white tail spooked the horses. Sometimes the ground hog 

or a rabbit could set Rosy off. Their bounce and run to the brush 

or down a hole causing her to also bounce, and maybe run. That 

is just one of the hazards of trail riding.  

     However, now that I have come fully here, to a place where I 

want the grass to grow for my horses and the fields safe for their 

passage. A place where my chickens are safe in their barn at 

night or out and about in yard or paddock. My awe at sighting  a
